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This aerial photo shows snow that has melted off of the biologically active fields on a 

farm near Springville, Utah. The photo was taken in January of 2004.  
Tillage and soil types are essentially the same on the dark-colored/melted fields and 

the neighboring snow-covered fields. 
The agronomic difference is that the warmer fields are more biologically active 

following 9 years of a fertility program which enhances soil biological life. 
Increased activity of beneficial microbes & fungi in the soil also converts crop residue 

into available nutrients, improves soil tilth, raises water holding capacity, and 
enhances crop yield potential.  
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
